Be courteous to other people
using the facility.

Help keep your facility clean use the provided trash cans.

Profanity and boisterous behavior will not be tolerated.

Gear and clothing not in use must be stored outside of the skate area. Shirts,
shoes, shorts or pants must be worn at all times.

All forms of graffiti, tagging, stickers or other means of defacing City property is
strictly prohibited. Charges will be filed for anyone caught Vandalizing City
Property. Such activity will result in closure of the facility until it can be cleaned or
repaired.

Please follow the posted hours — if the gates are closed and locked, the park is
closed. Any person found in the park after hours is trespassing and will be cited.
Skating in wet conditions or during maintenance is not permitted. The park may be
closed during wet conditions.

No pets or other animals allowed in the skate park area.

No glass containers, food or beverage allowed on the skating surface.

Spectators are not permitted inside the park.

Use of portable radios, CD players, car stereos or any other electronic device that
produces amplified sound is prohibited at this facility. Personal music devices such
as an iPod or MP3 player is permitted provided headphones are used.

All organized events must have written approval from the City of Maumelle Parks
and Recreation Department. No contests or demos without the permission of the
City.

The City of Maumelle reserves the right to close the facility for any circumstances
deemed necessary, to restrict entry and/or use for failure to follow the rules, and
to modify these rules at any time.
